Eskaton Scholarship Program – Frequently Asked Questions (FAQ)
1. What scholarships does Eskaton offer?
Eskaton offers three annual scholarships:
1. Eskaton Employee High School Senior Scholarship
2. Eskaton Employee Scholarship
3. Eskaton Dependents / Children & Grandchildren of Employees Scholarship
Each scholarship supports different groups of applicants based on employment status or relationship to an employee.
2. Who is eligible to apply?
Eligibility varies by scholarship:
· Employee High School Senior Scholarship:
High school seniors who are active Eskaton employees with at least 1 year of employment.
· Eskaton Employee Scholarship:
Current Eskaton employees with 2 years of employment.
· Dependents / Children & Grandchildren Scholarship:
High school or undergraduate students who are dependents of Eskaton employees with 2 years of employment.
3. What types of education programs are supported?
Depending on the scholarship, funding may be used for:
· Community college
· Four‑year college or university
· Graduate programs (employees only)
· Vocational or trade schools

4. What GPA is required to apply?
· Employee High School Senior Scholarship: 3.5 GPA
· Employee Scholarship: 3.0 GPA
· Dependents/Children & Grandchildren Scholarship: 3.0 GPA
5. What documents or materials do I need to submit?
Requirements vary slightly:
All scholarships require:
· Completed application
· Letters of recommendation (2 total)
· GPA verification 
Essays:
· Employee High School Senior Scholarship → 3 essays
· Employee Scholarship → 3 essays
· Dependents/Children/Grandchildren → 2 essays
You may also need transcripts and verification of employment or relationship.
6. Can I apply to more than one scholarship?
No. Applicants should apply to only the scholarship category that fits their eligibility.
7. How do I submit my application?
Please complete the scholarship application include all materials and combined into a single PDF file and submit via email to foundation@eskaton.org.
Applicants may also submit hard copy applications through interoffice mail addressed to:Eskaton Foundation

8. What is the deadline to apply?
April 3 2026 at 5:00 pm
9. How are scholarship recipients selected?
A selection committee reviews:
· Academic performance
· Strength of essays
· Letters of recommendation
· Alignment with Eskaton’s mission and values
· Completion of the full application and all required materials 
· Submission of the complete application packet by the stated deadline

10. When will applicants be notified of their status?
Scholarship award recipients will be notified no later than May 15, 2026.
11. How can scholarship funds be used?
Scholarships may be applied toward:
· Tuition
· Books
· Fees
· Approved educational expenses
Funds are paid directly to the educational institution.
12. Can I apply again next year?
For the Eskaton Employee Scholarship and the Dependent / Children & Grandchildren of Employees Scholarship, renewal awards are available for up to four years. Recipients must submit a new application each year and must remain an Eskaton employee in good standing (for employee applicants) or a dependent of an eligible employee (for dependent applicants).
High school senior scholarship recipients are not eligible to reapply, as this award is only available to applicants during their senior year of high school.
13 Does the employee have to remain working at Eskaton?
Yes. The Eskaton employee connected to the application — whether the applicant themselves or the applicant’s parent or grandparent — must remain actively employed through the date scholarship funds are issued. If employment ends before scholarship funds are distributed, the scholarship award will be void.
